Minutes from 5/30/07 Pre-Vet Meeting
We listened to a talk given by Don Gustafson C.J.F. (certified journeyman farrier) on the basic problems a farrier encounters with a horse’s feet.  Don has been shoeing for 27 years.  He started by outlining the basic structures of the hoof and lower equine limb.  He argued that horses are shod primarily to protect growth and manage length and angle of the hoof.  Then Don discussed the three most common problems he encounters: abscesses, quarter cracks and thrush.
